For the third year in a row, the ACS 
Library and Cascade Public Library are 
facilitating a book club for 5th and 6th 
graders. The club will meet every 
Tuesday from September to January 
during recess from 11:55-12:20. 
 
According to the American Library 
Association (ALA), the Newbery Award is 
given to “the most distinguished 
children’s book published in the previous 
year.” The ACS Mock Newbery Club will 
be reading books that have been 
published in 2019 and could potentially 
win the 2020 Newbery Award. 
 
If you are interested in joining the club, 
you must commit to read at least 6 
eligible books by the time we hold our 
vote in January as well as attend ALL of 
the meetings. At our meetings we will 
discuss the merits of specific books using 
the Newbery Award criteria. If you need 
to miss a meeting, please speak with Mrs. 
Boerman or Mrs. Prins ahead of time.  
 
The group will vote and award our own 
Mock Newbery winner that will be 
announced at the Reveal Party. We will 
also watch the announcement of the 2020 
Newbery Award winner presented by the 
American Library Association.
